CHECKLIST 

For ensuring the safety of Children and Young People with Diabetes in school, under the care of Croydon University Hospital’s Paediatric Diabetes Team
The specialist diabetes team and the Diabetes UK Croydon parents group highly recommend that a meeting, between School, Parents, Child and Paediatric Diabetes Specialist Nurse takes place at the following times:  

· in advance of each new school year; every tutor change
· before residential school trips and 

· if concerns arise. 

The purpose of the meeting will be to agree a plan of care and will include: 
· The responsibility of the school to ensure every member of staff involved in the student’s education and welfare is aware that the student has diabetes.
· All staff (including supply/cover and support) being aware of how to recognise and treat hypoglycaemia.
· Clear emergency procedures and contacts being agreed. 

· Agreement on when blood glucose monitoring is appropriate, and the individualised support that may be required by staff   
· Agreement on insulin administration and the individualised support that may be required by staff 
· Agreement on the need for the student to eat and drink or use the toilet facilities at any time whilst at school including during lessons. 
· Agreement on the need for the student to have regular meals and snacks. Including snacks pre/post physical activity. 
· The responsibility of the student to provide an Emergency Box with glucose and carbohydrate supplies and agreement on where the box should be  kept e.g. in classroom/office 

· The responsibility of the school to provide a container for the safe disposal of clinical waste, and the disposal of the container when full.
· The responsibility of the student to provide all insulin and equipment & the responsibility of the school to allow safe storage of any spare medication and equipment.
· The responsibility of the school to allow students to carry blood glucose monitoring equipment, hypo treatments and insulin with them whenever possible.

· Agreement where applicable for a meeting with the schools examination officer, child and parent to discuss the needs of the child during exam procedures and the possibility of needing special considerations.
